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Introduction

I Hong Kong Baptist Hospital’s Chinese Medicine Clinic (CMC) was set
up as early as in 1997 to meet the increasing demands towards
diversified medical services. CMC is one of the first Chinese Medicine
specialty clinics in Hong Kong and it has been devoted to providing a

range of Chinese Medicine out-patient services.

Our Chinese Medicine practitioners are all registered under the
Chinese Medicine Council of Hong Kong. With extensive clinical
experiences, they are specialized in healthcare hygiene as well as the

prevention and treatment of various illnesses.

In line with the concept of complementary and alternative medicine,
CMC extends its services to Tokwawan with a new clinic at the
Hospital’s newly established Kai Tak Community Health Centre. The
new clinic does not only provide Chinese medicine services, but it
also organizes health talks and interest groups to promote health

awareness.

Scope of Services

I The two clinics of CMC, which located at Franki Centre and Kai Tak
Community Centre respectively, have consultation and private
treatment rooms to let patients relax in a comfortable environment.
